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Dear Brothers and Sisters in Struggle,
Comrades and Friends:

It 1s good to see everyone here. Tonight, we take great
pride in participating in the celebration of International
Workers' Day--a day borne out of the historic struggles of
workers 1in this country, a day of solidarity with workers and
oppressed peoples throughout the world.

We in East Wind wish to take this occasion to openly an-
nounce our presence and reaffirm our commitment and determina-
tion to participate and contribute to the strugeles of workers,
oppressed nationalities and oppressed women for soclalist
revolution and national liberation. It is in this spirit that
we wlll briefly share some of the main points in our developing
perspectives on the international and national situation, the
tasks of the working class within the United States and within
the national struggles, and the importance of building a new
Communist Party.

Our name, Zast Wind, is taken from a statement by ™ao
Tsetung during his visit to the Soviet Union 1in 1957. Chairman
flao stated, and we quote, "I believe it is characteristic of
the situation today that the East Wind is prevalling over the
West Wind. That is to say, the forces of socialism have become
overwhelmingly superior to the forces of imnerialism."

Revolution is the main trend in the world today and it 1is
the Third World countries that are the storm centers of the
revolution, and inflicting the most powerful blows arainst

imperialism, particularly U.S. imperialism.
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At the present time the whole world 1s characterized by
great disorder and upheaval. The capitalist world is facing
a serlous economic crisis and the fundamental contradictions
of the world are sharpening. As revolution is developning, the
contention for world hegemony between the two superpowers--
the imperialist U.S. and the social-imperialist Soviet Union--
is intensifying. The danger of world war is on the increase,
as well as the threat of new imperialist wars--wars waped by
imperialist countries to maintain or build their cconomic and
political empires.

A growing militancy of the working class and oppressed
nationalities has been the response to these attacks as evidenced
by the recent nationwide wave of strikes, the pgreat uprising
of workers in Hew York Chinatown last year, and the support
generated around the issues within our own communities, the
issues of Resthaven, childcare, redevelopment, concentration
camps, and campaifns against dictators Park and MMarcos.

In viewlng these past victories, we must consciously
strive to learn from the strenpgths and weaknesses. Ve feel
that there were a number of serious errors in the past, that
were partly responsible for the degeneration and revisionism
of the Communist Party USA.

Those errors arc continuing to be made within the Marxist-
Leninist movement today:

- An 1inadequate grasp of the United States as an imper-
ialist state that reaps the profits from the labor and raw
materials of America's economic empire in the Second and Third
Worlds. U.S. imperialism has created not only a permanently

bribed labor aristocracy, but also a broad upper stratum of
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workers who receive substantial material privileges from imp-
erialism. A revolution in the U.S. can take place only
through the forging of an unbreakable common revolutionary
front with national liberation strupsles around the world.

Our internationalist duty 1s active support, in deeds as well
as in words, of all strugpgles which are objectively anti-
imperialist. Proletarian internationalism must be a key link
in "our own" strategy for proletarian revolution and national
liberation in the United States. If we forget this, we will
fall again into unbridled American opportunism and revisionism.

- Secondly, we must recognize the fundamental nature of
the national question as a class question, and recognize that
the contradiction of national oppression cannot be fully resolved
until proletarian revolution.

Especially in this bicentennial year, when the ruling class
is attempting to rajise the patriotic spirit of the American
people through myths and fabrications of history, it is impor-
tant to recall and propagandize how this country was in reality
formed through the genocide of Native Americans; slave trade and
slave labor; farced acquisition of Puerto Rico and the Southwest ;
and the labor of Asian and other immigrant workers., We believe
there exists an oppressed Black nation in the black belt South,
an oppressed nation on the island of Puerto Rico, and we feel
that evldence sugpests the probable existence of nations amongst
the Native Americans, and possibly the Chicanos in the South-
west.

- Within the working class, as a result of class oppres-
sion and national oppression, material divisions exist which

divide the class along the lines of nationality. Third World
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workers are usually in the lowest ranks of the working class;
we lack such political rights as rirhts to unionization, and
the right to bilingual-bicultural education. In addition,
white workers are taught an ideology of white racism and white
supremacy. Proletarian internationalism, the building of
multinational unity must include the recognition of the rights
of oppressed nations and colonies to political secession, and
the rights of Asien Americans and other Third World oppressed
nationalities to exist and develop as peoples with specific
rights to insure a genuine voluntary unity and equality.

While material divisions exist, we see a rising trend of multi-
natlonal unity during the deepening crisis of the decline of
U.S. imperialism. To deepen and broaden this emerging unity
within the divided class, we must combat white chauvinism and
narrow nationalism, with the major emphasis of the struggle
against white chauvinism.

- Fourthly, we must recognize the revolutionary character
of the struggles against national oppression and imperialism.
We must also understand the leading role of Third World workers
both in the class as well as national struegles.

- Lastly, the woman question i1s a class question and as
such, can only be resolved through proletarian revolution. We
feel that a correct line on the woman question must be deve-
loped in the process of forging a truly non-revisionist

Communist Party.



Brothers and sisters, most of you have been with us in
the struggle for a number of vears during which the movement
has gone through many changes. Briefly, we'd like to share
how we came to the conclusion that the building of a new,
anti-revisionist Communist Party, is the central task for
the communist movement.

We have our roots in the Japanese American and Asian
American community movement. In confronting the question of
identity and the vast problems within our community, we be-
gan to perceive ourselves as part of a larger motion for social
change.

In the early 1970's, we as part of of the Asian Ameri-
can movement, embraced the politics of anti-imperialism, and
rudimentary principles of Marxism Leninism MaoTseTung Thought
(MLM), We were influenced, at that time, by the then revolu-
tionary Black Panther Party. It was the works of such
Marxist writers as MaoTseTung, Che, Ho Chi Minh, and George
Jackson that most deeply represented our innermost feelings
and strivings, The theory of MLM was able to present a plan
of action that dealt with the root and not just the symptoms
of our problems, With our limited knowledge of MLIM theory,
the shared experiences of other movements and our own limit-
ed evperience, we went about building self-help groups,
serve~the-people programs, alternative institutions, and
anti-imperialist activities, Most of our community work
took place isolated from the broader movement, This weakness
resulted in spontaneity and the lack of a concrete plan on

how our work fit into the revolutionary process, Consequently,
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Qur WOTK Vaeillated between an economism in our serve-thﬁv

On the peeitiwve side, we have worked with others in the
£&¢§é47ﬂgag a Lroad seegion gf a~+ivists who were dedicage
ed to the otwygela, M&% e We have a}so
tried to carry out oupr internationalist duty in forthrightly
and militantly supporting the struggles of Third World people
abroad and in the U,S, as exemplified in the Vietnam offen-
sive, Wounded Knee, Attica and Emperor of Japan's visit,
Since our beginning we have been a small part of the power-
ful, anti-reformist revolutionary movement, firmly opposed
to the revisionist currents of the CPUSA, Progressive Labor
Party, and other organizations that were “left" in words, and
totally rightist in their practice, Most importantly, we are
eritically evaluating oyr past, and incorporating those
lessons with insights gaingd from our study of MLM, to
heighten our understanding of making wevolution in ouwr ewm
historical situation,

At one time, approximately 19681972, within the
Japanese American community movement, the anti-imperialist
revolutjonary natjionalists were leading the national
struggle agalnst the drug epidemie, in fighting for social
services, in raising the issues of the coneentration camps,
in struggling around the Viefnamesc War, Japan's imperial-
ism, and redevelopment, Given tha jintensified efforts by
the ruling class to co-opt, isulata, diwide and attack the

different seators of cur pational mouvament, we have seen
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the growth of reformism, both honest and dishonest, Now the
leadership of much of the national struggle has objectively
gone into the hands of the petty-bougeoisie, both those who
temporarily gave-up on the movement and revolution, and those
who actively attack and undermine the movement and betray the
interests of the masses, The Asian American Drug Abuse Pro-
gram (AADAP) and Pioneer Centers are two clear examples

where we lost initiative and lost some of our closest friends
and comrades to the petty-bourgeois reformist trend. The
only way to wrest away the leadership of our people's strug-
gle from the petty-bourgeoisie, and from the social props of
our enemy, is to rely on the working class and the oppressed
masses of our national communities. And the only way that

we can nove forward with correct orientation, strategy and
tactics, is for our elass and national communities to be

led by the party of the working class, This Maprxist Leninist
Party made up of working people of all colors, armed with the
most advanced thecry of MLMTT, equipped with the attitude of
learning from the masses, and capable of fearlessly weilding
the weapon of learning and growing stronger through CRITICISM
AND SELF CRITICISM.

This is the difficult road to which we've come in
reaching the conclusion that party building is the central
task of all communists and revolutionary-minded masses at
this time., We've come to this extremely serious and import-
ant conclusion, rather late, This is largely due to our
limitations as a small collective, with a narrow base of

experience and work, Byt our conclusion from our limited
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experience is totally confirmed by the broader, proven ex-
perience of the international communist movement, that the
party, as well as the united front, and people's army are the
essential tools for making revolution anywhere,

The question of the necessity of a Communist Party can-
not be done justice in this short speech. We will, however,
attempt a brief summary of a MLM party.

Revolution is the viclent overthrow of one class by
another., Proletarian revolution is the overthrow of the
bourgeoisie by the working class, and the establishment of a
dictatorship of the proletariat, through armed struggle.,
Revolution is not the work of a few but is a broad mass
undertaking carried out over a protracted period, using dail
forms of struggle,

Revolution does not occur spontaneously, but occurs
when both the objective conditions of a society's develop-
ment and the subjective factors, which are the consciousness
of the people willing to fight for revolution are brought
together by a Communist Party with correct ideology, poli=-
tical line and organization,

Forces for the revolution do not develop spontaneously,
people do not develop communist consciousness spontaneously,
People develop the revolutionary ideology of MLM through a
a process of direct experience in political struggle and
through conscious and sustained political education and organ-
ization,

Leadership of the revolutiocnary forces must be based

upon the interests of the rising class -- the proletariat,



Leadership must be based upon the ideclogy of MLM, which
includes the scientific method of dialectical and historical
materialism, The organizational form capable of acting as
an advanced and vanguard detachment in the developmend and
leadership of the revolutionary forces is the MLM party. The
party is the only form which can develop a unified ideological,
political and organizational line, and is capable of organiz-
ing under the strictest security and in a most disciplined
way,

It represents not only the correct organizational form
for the U.S, revolution, but represents an historically
proven, essential part in the making of revolution in this era
of capitalism and imperialism. This can be clearly seen in
the role of the Communist Party of China, Albania and Vietnam.

We cannot go into a detailed discussion of how we see
the party building process. Our understanding of the party
building process requires a greater depth and clarity, Let
me share with you, however, some key points of attention
which we believe are important to keep in mind as we discuss

this central task of party building,



Party bhuildino is a many sided process. It necessitates
painstaking struaale and concrete wor}l in the ideological
realm, nolitical realm, and oracanizatioral realm. Fundamental
to all asnects of tre partv huildirg nrocess is ideoloay,

Ideology of MM is the class stand of tre workinag class and

all oppressed peoples, the viewpoint of scientific socialism
as the surmmarized exrerience of the internatioral workina
class movenent, and the method of dialectical and historical
materialism,

Recoanizing that T, ideoloqy is fundamental, we relieve

that the struggle over nolitical line will hre the main area

in which the struaagle over ideoloay and ideoloaqical line will
occur, This nrocess of develonina and strugalinc over correct

ideolocical an? nolitical line must linl treorv and practice,

The universal truth (MIM), the summarized exneriance of the
internatioral workirag class movement, must ke intecrated in
the concrete realitv and problems of the 'nited States revo-

lutior. Revolutionary mass practice with workers ard oppressed

nationalities in the heat of class struaale is an indispensible
link in the varty buildina process. It is in this arena that
ideological and political line can be developed anrd put to

the test of class struggle. It is from this arena that the
advanced of all nationalities will core forth to consciously
and materially huild the partv as the advanced Adetachmert of
the working class. ™he Resthaven struagale is a good hecinning.
It is a partial evarrle of concrete develonment of nelitical
line and winning over the advanced in the heat of class

struagle.
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Orcanizational line, the methods and style of work ir-
ternal and externrnal to ttre organization, serves hoth ideolnaical
and nolitical line. T'hile furdamentally and overall secondary
to ideolodgical an® rolitical line, the aquestion of oraaniza-
tional pnractice and correct revolutionarv stvle of work cannot
he overlooked. The hasis for errors and shortcominags in
oraanizational line and practice, especially if they are
rersistent and svstematic, lies in an erroneous ideolodical
or nolitical line - in incorrect ideoloay. It is an important
questinn for our moverent today if we are to consciously fight
the danger of sectarianism which has created divisiveness
within the movement today (as well as within the working
class), lowered our fichtina capacity, and hampered the correct
form of ideological an”® political struggle.

Lackina a vanaduard party, Tast 1ind, roth in the nast
and present, suffers from the weakress of keina a small collective.

Developing ont of tke struggles within the Asian American
national movement, mainlv the Jananese Arerican mnoverent, our
memhershin is hased on unity of line although we are ohijectively
national in forxm at this time. e are continuina to persevere
in developing relationships with other oraarizations for nur-~
poses of a mercer rased on nolitical line, that vill lead to
the licuidation of our small collective.

The Tast "ind organization joined with other fraternal
orgarizations and independents in initiatino fhis revolutionary
celebration of Mav NDay, as a significant linl in our intensified
work towards huilding the Party. Overall we are extremely

gratified with how we, that is comrades and friends from all
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the organizatiors and circles, were ahle to turn this cele~
hration into a richteous preparation and training aground for
Party building. Our revolutionarv optimism hecomes ever more
firmly rooted hy the fact that comrades from Fan nPi, I Yor Kuen,
Workers Viewrm~Ilnat, and others were ahble to struacle out

some perceived differences in a sharn, productive manner. Tle
feel that all of us have learned from that struqale, and are
growing ever sharper in qrasﬁinq the ideoloav of MM, and the
central task of Muildinc the new, anti-revisionist MT, partv
here in the heart of the monster U.S. Immerialism. Our volitical
trust and unity in action is built throuah the heat of ideo-
logical an@ class struaale. This Mav NDav sets a aood heginning
for many of us whn are relatively new to this wlrole inspirina
process.

To conclude:

In order to huild the workinag class leadership of the
revolutionarv national movement, and help bhuild the multi-
national proletariat as the principal force for socialist
revolution and national liheration, it is imperative that ve,
as revolutionaries and communists, root ourselves withir the
wvorking class, the lower-stratum of that class in particular.
To deeply root ourselves to lead the class and onr allies,
and to never allow ourselves to be dislodaed from our class
base will he a difficnlt nrocess full of struqgole. ''e recoa-

nize, however, that it rust ke done! If not, we will forever

remain a small arocup of radicals with good intentions only.
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Armed hy a correct ideological, nolitical and oroaniza-
tional line with a Marxist-Ieninist Partyv to cuide us =
Resolute in our Aetermination to win owver the class and
oporessed peonle to Marxism-T.eninism=Mao Tse Tung Thought -
"1ith a correct method and style of work = T™e can only be
victorious. !History has shown there is no force that can
ston us.

The Fast '7ind does prevail over the "est ind. The road
to victorv is marked with twists and turns, and we must he
constantly vigilant. In this era of worldwide socialist

revolution, our future is hright.
