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PILGRIMAGE TO TULE

AMERICA'S CONCENTRATION CAMPS3
"Learn from past struggles,
Unite for future victoriest"

During W.W.II,over 110,000
persons of Japanese ancestry were
forcibly evacuated from their
homes and communities in the west-
ern states. They were unjustly in-
carcerated into 10 concentration
camps scattered throughout the
United States; their constitutional
rights denied as they spent nearly
L years imprisoned behind barbed .
wire in the most barren, desolate
areas of the country. None of these
people were or have since been
charged with any crimes punishable
by the sentences imposed upon them.

Although carefully and inten-
tionally omitted from history text-
books, the concentration camps are
not forgotten. A product of racism
and economic greed, the entire camp
issue was passed off as a measure of
‘national security'. The camp exper-
ience is an important chapter in
Asian- American history and must .
be told.

Months of careful planning by
the Pilgrimage Committee resulted
in the first pilgrimate to Tule Lake
planned by Asian gtudents on April
18-20. Over 250 people, mostly Asian
students participated under the
theme, 'Learn from past struggles,
Unite for future victories!'
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Barracks.

During the Pilgrimage, people
toured the remains of the camp.

Four principles of unity were es-
tablished for the Pilgrimage.

1) To expose the facts about the
racist incarceration of 11,000 persons
of Japanese ancestry during W.W. II.

2) To show that racism and national
oppression is inherent in the present
American political and economic system
which led to the camps.

3) To examine the struggles of
Asian-Americans today in relation to
the history of Japanese and other
Third World people in America.

) To build the Asian Student Move-
ment as an integral part of the overall
Asian Movement.

Five buses and several cars jour-
neyed the all night trip to Tule Lake.
Qur long trek ended in the early dawn-
like hours. As we filed off the Yus,
the cold chill of the early morning
made its presence known. The same
chilly weather that made life miseratle
32 years ago flasunted us. The frost and
cold were quickly forgotten as we made
our way inside the warm Home Economics
- building on the Tule Lake fairgrounds.
We saw old friends and metnew faces.
While some people crashed, others star-
ted preparing breakfast.

After a hot breakfast, the first
of two programs were presented. This
program focused on the Camp experience
and featured guest speakers who talked
about their experiences in the camps.
The struggle to survive the 3% years in
concentration camps showed the incred-
ible strength and courage of our people.
This determination was used as inspira-
. tion to struggles being waged today.

After the program, lunch was served
as people talked about walking the
almot ten miles from the fairgrounds
to the camp site. An hour later,
over 175 people started the hike.
The walk took longer than expected
with the busses catching up the last
quarter mile with the less turdy
people.

The camp site contained few
relics of the past. The ruined re-
mains of guardtowers, foundations
of long gone structures, and a few
fundown baracks was all that were
left. To those of us too young to
have gone through the camp experi-
ence, the deteriorating remains of
the camp bombarded our imagination
with pictures of how the camp must
have looked like.To those who were
actually in the camps, these sites
unlocked grim memories of the past.
To them, this was a very emotional
experience., This emotion was shared
by all of us through the starmp
memories of the Nisei present. It
was hard to completely understand
the hardships that they went th
through., We began to understand
more the impact that camp life had
on people.,

As we rode the bus back to the
fairgrounds, people talked about
the camps, what they had seen and
what they felt. Heavy conversations
about the camps continued right on
through dinner.

After dinner the second program
was presented. Unlike the first pro-
gram, the program shifted its focus

away from the camps and dealt
with the Asian Student liove-
ment and the role of Aslan stu-
dents. A speech on the hHistory
of the Asian Student movement
rrovided background information
on the ovement and its goals.
Unfortunately, many students un-
familiar with the movement could
not fully understand these ideas.
Tre reaction in general was of a
vositive nature.

The theme "Learr from .ast strug-~

sles-Unite for future victories”
and the vrinecinles of unity were
upheld throughout the program,fe-
sides reinz a versonal exverience
the pilgimage served as an ed-
ucational program.

AERICA'S COMCENTRATION CAMPS

On Wednesday, March 19, the ASU
sponsored a forum on America‘s Concen-
tration Camps. The forum was planned
with the purpose of exposing the facts
about the real reasons hbehind them anc
who stood to gain from the inecarcera-
tion. The prograr consisted of speal-
ers, a skit, and a movie, and a short
panel discussion. ;

Isami Waegh, an instructor at San
Jose State University opened the proaram
by sharing her approach to teaching her
class and what she sees as the purpose

behind teaching such a course.She vas fol -

lowed by a skit put on by members af the
ASU. The skit took place in a classranm
portraying the racist insensitivities of
many teachers and the need for hoth stu-
dents and teachers to explore outside of
the classrooms to understand true reali-
ties that exist in our society,Mr, James.

Yano, an issei man from Berkeley,spoke
atout hispersonal experiences in Topaz,

“a camp 1 Arizona. The broader ramific-

ations of the incarceration were covered
by Edison Uno, who teaches "Evacuation
and Relocation" here. The movie "“Sub-
version” was next and it was followed by
Joyce Nakamura from CANE. Our final
speaker was MWarren Furutani, a Tongtime
activist from the Asian movement in LA,
The turnout for the program was
really cood, especially considering the
time slot in which we had to give it.
The room was filled and the audience
seemed very receptive to the information
and ideas that were being presented.
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The reactions that we received af?en
the forum were generally favorable, w1th
many people expressing surprise at find-
ing out what the camps were all about.
There were some criticisms though and
they dealt with the length of the speech-
es and what actually was covered in
them, We also weren't comp]ete1y.organ-
ized, which lead to some confusion and
delays in starting time. The forum
Jasted a bit longer then expected and
became dravn out towards the end, Next
time, we hope to have the topics for the
speeches more clearly specified and be
more oraanized ourselves, One idea that
we will follow up on is trying to get
all the speakers together before the
forum for a potluck dinner, so there can
be exchange of ideas among all of us,
We aenerally felt that we learned alot
by puttina on the forum,

FORUM ON PIL.IPINO WOMEN!

On March 21, PACE(Pilipino-American
Collegiate Endeavor) presented a forum
on the Pilipino Woman on campus. Through
speakers, skits, slides, poetry, and
songs we hopoed to educate ourselves on
the overall conditions of the Pilipina’s
roles and struacles society.

Among those speaking at the forum
were Lilia Villanueva, a host on KTVU's
"Asians Now". She spoke on the similar-
ities and differences of Pilipinas in
the United States and the Philippines
and about the transition period the Pil-
‘ipina immigrant must go through. Emma
Salazar spoke about her former job with
Blue Shield where she won a suit recent-
ly against them for discriminatory prac-
tices, Estelle Habal, a member of the
Union of Demccratic Pilipinos, spoke
about the Pilipina's role at home and
how feudal beliefs of women must still
be broken, :

Although the main focus was on the
Pilipina, our strugales avr the same as
all Third World sistersiie'seethat the

ThirdWorldomen's movement 1is neither

separate from the total Third World.
Movement - nor is it similar to
the bourqgecisie’s feminist movement. In
each part of the program, we wanted to
convey that the enemy is not our brothers
but the capitalist system which we live
in. We sisters and brothers, suffer the
same oppression of race and economic ex-
ploitation. At the same time, sisters
must struagale against sex roles as the
"helpless chick" vhich we, as well as
our brothers, place on ourselves.

Workine on the forum, we gqained a
better understanding of  ourselves as
Pilipinns ard as vomen. We hoped that
thoss who attended the forum gained some
ingight as tn vho ve are and where we
see ourselves aoing.  kverydav, we all
must struggle towards the Tibaration of
Third Yorld and all oppressed peoples un-
der this racist,capitalist system.

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THE HEROIC I1-HOTEL TENANTS STRUGGLES.-ON

With determination and spirit, the
tenants of the International Hotel. at
848 Kearny Street are continuing  their
struggie to save the hotel and to main-
tain their right to remain the only low-
" scost housing in the Chinatown/Manilatown
‘area. Calling for mass support the IHTA
which is the International Hotel Tenants
Association has relied on the people’s
spirit and support to continue their
battle.

Due to the overall lack of low-cost
housing in this area and the rapidly in-
creasing cost of rent, the International
Hotel is virtually the only housing site
available to some 100 elderly Asians who
Tive on low fixed incomes., Having the
democratic right to decent, low-cost
housing, the tenants have waaed a long
5.year battle against eviction and the
destruction of the Hotel, The determin-
ation of the tenants themselves, along
with the support of the community and
students, has defeated two eviction no-
tices since 1969,

Currently, the tenants are organi-
zing and struggling to repeal the demo-
1ition permit obtain by the new owners,
Four Seas Investment Corporation, The
tenants have mobilized a strong fight a-
gainst Four Seas' intention of demolish
ing the Hotel, standing on firmly, “HWe
Won't Move!™ At a recent hearing at the
Board of Permit Appeals, the tenants
were unable to repeal the demolition
permit, however their determination to
stop Four Seas has not wavered, Further
action is being planned by the IHTA to
halt any evictions.

The following are the demands of
the International Hotel Tenants Associa-
tion, the 1leadership of the I-Hotel
struggie:

1. A fair and lTong-term lease.

2. Option to buy the Hotel,

3. Lift the eviction.

4, Remedy all the building code

violations,

Since 1972, Marcos has imprisoned 20,000

political priscners, Concentration camps
throughout the country are filled with

workers, peasants, students, journalists,
businessmen, all people who dare to have

spoken out against Marcos.

The political prisoners forum is
one of three resciutions that came out
of the first National Conference fo the
Anti-Martial Law Movement held last De~
cember in Chicago, to combat the Marcos
regime on the U.S, front., Similar for-
ums are being presented on campuses, in
communities across the country to edu-
cate and organize support for the strug-
gle of the political prisoners,

Also being coordinated is a national
petition campaign o stop U.S. military
aide to the Philippines and a counter-
offensive on fTallacious statements made
by Marcos such as living conditions have
risen for the people under martial law,

THIRD YEAR
OF STRUGGLE

CANE enters Third Year of
struggle

Under the theme, "We Shall
Not bte lMoved", some 350-400
peonle, mem. "ers and supporters
of the Committee Against iihon-
machi Eviction(CANE) joined
together on April 12 in the San
Francisco Zuddhist Church gym
to celebrate CANE's second an-
niversary. :

The program consisted of
speeches, songs, a skit, and
educational disvlays. During
the course of the evening, CANE.
. representatives brought forth

tpe~maaor slogans for the eve- -
ning which were "No more des-
tguction, nor more dispersal”,
"aavg the veople, not only the
housing", "United together, we®ll
never te defeated!"

. “aichi Kawahara, CANE pre-
sident, summarized ths lessons
learned during the past vear
ty means of a slide show, he
listed the first lesson as the
nee§ to take a firm stand
against the destruction of
Nihonmachi. This lesson was
learned throuzh setbhacks as
well as victories.

During early 1974, the
stand of CANZ wavered with
demands out forth to the
Redevelopment Agency(RDA) trat
spoke only to gaining benefits
fpr residents who had %een
k;cked out or demanding that re-
sidents not be moved "until de
velopers were ready to build.”

#ith this wavering stand of
CAﬁE, RDA and Kintetsu Znter-
prises, a large tourist oriented
corporation from Japan which
owns 25% of the land in Nihon-
machi, Jjumped on the ovnvortunity
to continue to drive out resi-
dents and further turning the
community into a disgusting
tourist trap and plastic show-
prlace.

With summarizing these

errors, CANE saw the necessity
to take a firm stand to stop

the destructive elements of

Nihonmachi. This stand culmi-

nated in CANE's take-over of

RDA offices in February to
protest the eviction of a family
rom 1772 Sutter.

The second major lesson
Kawahara pointed out was the
need to rely on the people of
the community to insure victory;
the need to mobilize mass sup- -
port to fight for what is right’
and to oppose what is wrong.

The third lesson was the
need for CANE to broaden its
nersyective."As the economic
crisis heightens, the protlems
of our community will get
worse," stated Kawahara. "Noit
only will we face lack of ade-
quate housing, tut unemploy=-
ment, spiraling costs of food,
fuel shortages. Therefore, the
enemies of sur community will
he more than just RDA and
Kintetsu. If we are to actively
carry out our principles, we
must save the peonle, not Jjust
the housing."

Following Kawahara's
speech was Corresvonding Secre-
tary of CANE, Felen Ayame
Liveritte who announced that
CANE was launching a voycott
of Xintetsu-owned tusinesses
in Nihonmachi which include
the liiyako hotel, Suehiro Res-
taurant, Kintetsu Travel Agen-
cy, and the soon to be com-
pleted Kyoto Inn.

Cane will hoycott these
tusinesses until the follow-
ing demand is met: Kintetisu
and RDA, instead of tuilding
vowling alleys and hotels,
vrovide funds to repair ex-
isting low-rent housing and
small husiness space in Ni=-
honmachi and bduild new units
to replace on a one-to-one
vasis those it has histori-
cally destroyed through the
redevelopment process.

lirs. Liveritte again
stressed what Kawahara had

gaid to troaden tre scone of
Zane's work by fighting not
conte
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only against redevelopment,
but other forms »f exploita-
tion faced Yy Jananese-Ameri-
cans on the Jjo%, in our com~
munities, and all over the
country.

Uther sveakers on the
prozram were several small
tusiness neonle and residents.
Roy Athey, 2 bvarher in the
community, called uwmon Issei
(1st. zeneration or immacran
Jaranese) to join and susrort
Cane. In Jananese, he voiced
that only in community unity
is there strensth,

Clarence lpear, pronri-~
etor of Weldon's grocery told
the audience that he and other
tenants on Laguna street are
facing future eviction by RDA.
"?ut I'm not going to move,"
he declared. "And Care and I

comeed your support to save Ni-

homachi.”

helen Jones, a Rlack
mother of three children and
also a resident, linked the
resistance against redevelone-
ment to the lireration strug-
gles in 3cutheast Asiz a-
gainst U.,S. arcression and
the fii-ht for Treedom Yty her
own arcestors from slavery
more than a century azo.
All three movements were
directed arainst the same
enemy, she said.

The program ended with
the audience standing to
sing the rhiliupine workers
song, "The Masses". The
dinner as a whole reflects
the growing resistance a-
gainst the destruction of
Nihonmachi(Javantown) and
the elements(RDA and Kin-
tetsu)causing this destruc-
tion and degradation of
Japantown community. But with

An
important aim of the course
is to tring issues studied in
the clasroom back to the com~
munity- to share the knowledge
that has Teen accumulated with
others.

In organizing the June
14th forum, the class is work-
ing from the following per-
spectives gained from study of
urbtan renewal; )

1) That the redevelooment
of Nihonmachi, guided by the
city's Redevelopment Agency
and large corporations, has
teen transforming a historic
rasidential and small tusiness
community into a tourist show-
case.

2) That the des’ructive re-
development of Nihonmachi is
hut a part of an overall Fay
Area masterplan which is
systematically destroying
neighhorhoods to build 3San
Francisco into a "Wwall Street

f the %West."

3) That the injustices in
Nihonmachi in the name of re-
development are parts of the
history of exploitation of
Japanese-Americans, And that
the growing resistance move-
ment against redevelopment is
rart of the ongoing struggle
of Jananese-Americans for
justice and dignity.

In
each conference we hone to’
come together and develop a
working relationship that
would set the tasis for
determining the main points
that should be discussed at
the FWC and to formulate
vossitle nproposals that could
re refined. :

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VIETNAM MARCH

AND RALLY

"International Day of
Solidarity with the
Vietnamese ieonle"

On March 22, over 1000
people sriritly marched
through San Francisco's Mig-
sion district for a rally at
Union Square in solidarity
with the Vietnamese peonle.

Following the lead ran-
ner which demanded that
"?hieu must zo0" and "No more
aid to Saigon", the demon-
strators chanted slogans "Cut
all aid to Thieu and Lon Koll"
and "Implement the reace Ag-
reementl", Under the theme
of International Day of
Solidarity with thek
Solidarity with the Viet-
namese People”, the march and.
rally was scvonsored ty a Ray
Area Coalition, which was
initiated by the Perkeley
chanter of the Unign of
Vietnamese in the U.5.

At the Union Iquare
rally, Zul Van Dao of the
Union of Vietnamese spoke on
the current siutation in
South Viet Nam. I'e descrihed
how »rovinces were being aban-
doned without putting un a
fight because of tre morale
rroblem of the Saigon troong
where the rate of desertion is
up to 2 divisions or 24,000
men a month. Dao stated, "These
men refuse to fight tecause
they don't want to die for a
corrunt government whose busi-
ness is only to get profit on
the blood and lives of the
South Vietnamese veovle,"

Dao added that there
were violations of the :eace
Accord by the Saigon regime
where neople were being shot
on sight if they attemnvted to
return to their villages under

the control of the iXG. This is
in contradiction to Article 11

of the agreement which guar:zntees
freedom of movement to all people
said Dao. "reople are put in
jails even for selling newspapers
criticising the Saigon govern
ment. There are still 20,000
political prisoners who are
facing torture, maimihg, and
death every minute, every se-
cond."” Dao emphasized "No one

can put up with this situvation
any longer. A people's storm is
gathering. » « to demand peace,
tetter 1li¥ing conditions, free-
dom, and democracy. It rises from
a father's wrath upon seeing his
children starving to death. It
rises from a mother longing for
her son to come home from the war.
It rises from the deepest aspira-
tions of the whole populaiion.
They demand to live in dignity,
as human beingse. They come to
realize that as long as Thieu
remainsg in power, the war
continues. Therefore, Thieu must
go and the raris Agreement must
be imnlemented. These are the
most urgent demands.”

Dao concluded bty saying "ie
call on all Americans to inten-
sify their work, to make their
voices heard to end all U.S3.
involvement in esvecially the
defeat of the military supple=-
mentary bill.,"

Other speakers on the pro-
gram included a representative
from CA3A, the United Farmwor-
kers, and the VVAW who spoke on
unconditional and universal
amnesty for all war resisters.
Trhe final speaker, Jane Fonda,
revealed her overestimation
of Us5, imperialism power
and her underestimation of
the growing strength of the
masses. When she stated that
tre American peonle should rely

-soley on the U.S, Congress to

end the war, sections of the
crowd Jjeered, shouting

"It's the Masses!". TFor it
is the masses who will determine
the outcome of thre war, not
reliance on legislative means,
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Vietnam has Wonll

We would like to take this opportunity to congratulate
the Provisional Revolutionary Government of South Vietnam{PRG},
the Peoples Liberation Armed Forces, and the Vietmese people
in their final victory over U.S. imperialism.

For over three decades, the courageous Vietnames people
have been valiant and sturydy in their protracted struggle
against the colonialist and neo-colonist policies of Japan,
France, and the United States. .

The 3just struggle of the Vietnames people has sérved
as an important lesson in the overall struggle of all Third
World countries gainst imperialism. It is a great encourage-
ment to tha v ionary struggles of the oppressed nations
and oppresacd 211 over the world. The Vietnames vie-
tory shov all countries can defeat big countries
and that op s peoples can rise up victoriously against
their oppressors.

The contributions of the American anti-war movement, in
general, and the student and Asian anti-war movements in
particular, has played an influential role in advancing the
struggle and victory of the Vietnames people against the
imperialist war. In expressing our wholehearted support for
the victories of the Indochinese people, we must also congrat-
ulate ourselves- the peoples in America, that have given our-
selves to the common cause of struggling against the imperialist
wars in Indochina and to the united struggle the world over
against all oppressor and exploiter countries.

In being liberated, the renaming of '"Saigon" to Ho Chi Minh
City signifies that it is oaly the beginning of the struggle to
erunify Vietnam and to create a prosperous, demccratic, and
independent nation. Likewise, in America, our struggle also
continues~ to brild the Asian student movement, as a part of
the whole Asian movement, and in general, to build the overall
revolutionary movement. :

From our ristory we
must recognize trat it
has never “een easy for
TW student organizations
to form, Hany times
Asian student organiza-
tions grew out of spor-
taneous 1issues that were
facing snciety. Withkin
the nast two year Asian
students have realized
the need for more congis-
tant organizatisns to
meet the needs of stu-
dents on campug, and to
lead the fight against
national oprression.

The Asian Student
Union (A3U) at 3.F. State
is one such organization.
¥e have had a year of con-
crete practice ' - working
with Asian students. 1In
learning from the past
mistakes of the Asian
student movement we are
united in tryine to
build an Asian student
movemenrt that will add to
the erowing movement of
Asian peoples to change
society. In fightine for
the democratic rights of

issues we see that U.S.
imnerialism is thre root
cause of the onnression
azainst our reorle, It
is clear that the Asian
student ilovement cannot
isolate itself on the
campuses.

The AZU has consis-
